This is the order of steps I suggest for future Resolutions:
 
· One lead person go to the Commissioner Clerk and find out all this information, when are public meetings and public comment times.
· Gauging public support, reach out to all groups of public servants, non-profits  and local businesses for support on our issue.
· Have clipboards with petitions ready for folks who are not as self starting yet will get signatures of county residents, make sure they write clearly so you can keep in touch with them offer to write their email for them if the hand writing is illegible, address is key to proving they are residents. 
· Finding someone who knows Commissioners personally is of course helpful, even better someone running for Commissioner would be key to get their support, showing that they are in touch with the community.
· Reaching out to Commissioners individually and seeing where they stand if they know why the ERA is important and providing fact sheet and info about when or where to see Equal Means Equal.
· Taking pictures of petitions and sending them in to Rules committee members showing support. 
· Inviting folks to come out and show support during the meeting.  
· Writing a piece to be submitted to the news about the actions we are taking.
· Being on the same page as the other folks during the meeting, peaceful engaging and polite yet determined.
